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Profile
My research and teaching explore the intersections of culture, politics, and media. I am primarily interested in the ways in which culture creates ethnic and (trans)national identities and influences political and societal changes. Culture is a dynamic force defining the communicative ecosystem where political ideas are formed. I study how culture produces civil society, encourages participatory citizenship, intersects with political communication, and constructs identities. The history of cultural associations and the role of opera, music, and literature in nation-building movements are my main fields of research. The digital presence of the past and the afterlife of nineteenth-century nationalism in current ethno-populist discourses is the recent focus.  
The scholarly community of nationalism studies affiliated with the journal Nations and Nationalism and the digital platform H-Nationalism are the main international platforms for my research. As research coordinator for the Study Platform on Interlocking Nationalisms I gained ample experience and expertise to manage large projects and organize numerous international events.      
I am passionate about teaching. Recent projects in curriculum development have involved the enhancement of digital tools for research-based education and a large-scale collaboration with the university library for improving the information literacy skills of our students. I have been chair of the Education Committee for European Studies and board member of the Amsterdam School for Regional, Transnational, and European Studies.     
Outreach is an important part of my work by means of media appearances and public lectures. Joint projects with the Dutch National Opera, the Concertgebouw, and with the cultural center SPUI25 in recent years have been very stimulating.
